
Step by Step Instructions for the  
PCMB online Trophy Case 
 
As of the end of the 2009 marching season our on line trophy case contains over 500 
trophies spanning years from 1982 to the present.  The on line collection contains many 
historical awards that did not make the move from our home in Phase III when we took 
residence in the Plymouth facility.  The on line trophy case is the most complete 
collection of PCMB awards in existence.

Follow along for step by step instructions for using the PCMB online trophy case.  Also 
if you do not have Java installed on your computer, there is a separate step by step for 
that too. 
 
 

 
 
Start your internet browser, go to http://www.pcmb.net, and choose “Trophy Case” under 
the “Galleries” tab near the top part of the page.

If your browser does not open a page like this one, you may need to install Java.   
 

Sun Microsystems and Microsoft hate each other and take particular delight 
in making the other's features look like bugs... at the users expense, no less.  
So if you see a blank page or a stern warning from Microsoft about an 
ActiveX control or some such other nonsense, please just download the 
latest Java runtime from http://www.java.com.   
 
It is free and should really be on every computer anyway!

Open the "Year" drop down to choose a competition season.  You will see all years 
where the on line trophy case has something to see.  Choose 2000 to follow along with 
this example. 
 
 



 
 

 
 
 
When you have selected a year, open the "Competition" drop down to see all of the 
competitions where we were awarded a trophy for the selected year.

When you have selected a competition, open the "Award" dropdown to see all of the 
awards earned at the selected competition.
